The Environmental Initiatives Fund (EIF) distributed by Environment Network
Manawat (ENM) has awarded grants totalling almost $49,000 to ten local projects in its
2023 large grants funding round.

The fund is made possible by a Palmerston North City Council Strategic Priority Grant and
focuses on projects that improve environmental outcomes for the city and its people.
Now in its third year of distribution the fund received its highest number of applications
(17) totalling $133,500 worth of funds. Applications this year were highly diverse in their
scope and focus, a testament to the passion of community groups, schools and people in
enhancing preserving our native flora and fauna, upcycling and recycling, and ensuring food
